BRETT. Thanks...So, what do you guys think she's gonna say? Think she’ll write you back?

JASON. Oh, | don’t think she'll write anything back to Tim—

TIM. Yib—

JASON. | mean Yib-row-ski!

BRETT. What, why not?

JASON. Oh, just because... that was a letter from you.

BRETT. What?

JASON. Yeah, we wrote that letter to her—from you, signed your name even. It said stuff
like “you looove her” and “you want to get married, and have 20 babies.”

DAVY. The twenty babies part was my idea.

BRETT. Whaaaaat?!

TIM. 20 Babies!

BRETT. Ah!ll

(BRETT storms out of the class.)
MR. ABERSOL. Brett, what's the matter? Brett!

(MR. ABERSOL follows him. End Scene)

Scene #4
After School Activities Time

(The scene opens on TAYLOR and RILEY on either side of the stage. TAYLOR is not
shooting hoops; RILEY is not playing a recorder, or other instrument, next to a music
stand. Suddenly RILEY freezes and TAYLOR starts singing something and dancing with
the basketball. JANEY walks in.)

JANEY. What are you doing?
TAYLOR. What? Nothing.
JANEY. Yeah you were, you were singing, you sound like American Idol {or another singing

show) or something.
